e tags such as b, i, u, and font are discouraged in strict XHTML
o Why is this bad?

Cascading Style Sheets (CSS)

e describe the appearance, layout, and presentation of information on a web page
o (as opposed to HTML, which describes the content of the page)

e describe how information is to be displayed, not what is being displayed

e can be embedded in HTML document or placed into separate . css file
o with a . css file, one style sheet can be shared across many pages

e 3 CSS file consists of one or more rules

e cach rule starts with a selector that specifies an HTML element(s) and then applies style
properties to them

o a selector of * selects all elements

e a page can link to multiple style sheet files

o in case of a conflict (two sheets define a style for the same HTML element), the latter
sheet's properties will be used

e the 1ink tag, placed in the HTML page's head section, can specify an icon for a web
page
o this icon will be placed in the browser title bar and bookmatk/favorite
e 1EG: this doesn't work; must place a file in . 1co format named favicon.ico in the
root directory of the web server (instructions)

e used for one-time overrides and styling a particular element
e this is bad style and should be avoided when possible (why?)

e a style can select multiple elements separated by commas
e the individual elements can also have their own styles (like h2 above)

e CSS (like HTML) is usually not commented as rigorously as programming languages such as

Java
e the // single-line comment style is NOT supported in CSS
e the<!-- ... —-—>HTML comment style is also NOT supported in CSS

CSS properties for fonts (3.1.5)

property description

font-family | which font will be used

font-size how large the letters will be drawn

font-style | used to enable/disable italic style

font-weight | used to enable/disable bold style

e can specify multiple fonts from highest to lowest priority
e generic font names:

serif, sans-serif, cursive, fantasy, monospace

e if the first font is not found on the user's computer, the next is tried

e generally should specify similar fonts

e placing a generic font name at the end of your font-family value ensures that every
computer will use a valid font

e vague font sizes: xx-smail, x-small, small, medium, large, x—large, XX— large,

e pt specifies number of point, where a point is 1/72 of an inch onscreen
® px specifies a number of pixels on the screen
e em specifies number of #z-widths, where 1 em is equal to the font's current size

e can see what styles apply to which elements, and change them dynamically

Why <strong>, <em> and not <b>, <i>?

strong { font-weight: normal; color: red; }

em { font-style: normal; background-color: #DDDDDD; } CSS

Now if I want to strongly emphasize something or just emphasize it, it doesn't necessarily have to be bold or
italic.

e strong and em describe attributes of the content ("This is something important in the
document.")
e b and i describe formatting and presentation ("I want this to be bold.")
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CSS properties for text (3.1.6)

property description

text-align alignment of text within its element

text-decoration | decorations such as underlining

line-height, gaps between the various portions of the text
word-spacing,
letter-spacing

text-indent indents the first letter of each paragraph

body {
font-size: 16px;

e to apply a style to the entire body of your page, write a selector for the body element
e saves you from manually applying a style to each element
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Cascading style sheets

e it's called Cascading Style Sheets because the properties of an element cascade together in this
order:
o browset's default styles
o external style sheet files (in a <1ink> tag)
o internal style sheets (inside a <style> tag in the page's header)
o inline style (the style attribute of the HTML element)

e a more tightly matching rule can override a more general inherited rule
e not all properties are inherited (notice link's color above)

e allows you to give a unique 1D to any element on a page
e cach ID must be unique; can only be used once in the page

(“I don't want ALL paragraphs to be yellow, just these three...”)
e unlike an id,a class can be reused as much as you like on the page
